· Attach the files to an email entitled “Part I: Your Name,” and submit by email to ECAS@learnlink.emory.edu



II. Peer Education Assessment Form 

· Following the implementation of your peer education lesson(s), complete one Peer Education Assessment Form (see attached) for each lesson.

· Complete a revised version of your lesson(s) using the Peer Education Plan Template.

III. Student Work 
· Choose one classroom in which you have implemented your Lesson Plan, and collect Experimental Design Worksheets (see attached) from each student.
