· Allow students to design an original experiment

· Teach the steps of the scientific method

· Use active learning strategies, are student-centered and constructivist (i.e., students build their own knowledge, rather than having it presented to them)

II. PEER EDUCATION PLAN

This part of the Implementation Plan describes how you will provide colleagues at your school with professional development related to concepts addressed at the ECAS Workshop.
